How do I join a constituency association?

1.	Join a political party,  
if you haven’t already.

2.	Find out which constit- 
uency you’re in. Go to  
Elections Alberta at  
www.electionsalberta.ab.ca, 
or call 310-0000.

3.	Call the party and ask  
for the contact person  
for your local constituency 
association.

4.	Attend the association’s  
next meeting. Sign up for  
any kind of involvement  
that appeals to you.

Be aware that now is the best time to get involved. Between 
elections you have the best opportunities to secure an influ-
ential position in the association and make a difference.
